Before signing the deed, have a qualified firm take numerous 
soil borings and listen to their recommendations. 
 Geologic features could include shallow bedrock...a rare yet costly 
problem when a basement is desired or underground utilities are in the 
plans.  In the Tri-State area, the limestone strata is relatively solid and could 
provide excellent support for your building.  In some cases though, the rock 
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floodplains.  Construction is possible where these issues are present, but 
only after extensive mitigation and regulatory agency coordination.  In other
